/New Post Office Will House
All Local Federal Bureaus

Exercises Tomorrow Will Celebrate Laying of Corner-
stone—Total Cost of $6,150,000 Divided Almost
Equally Between Land and Building

Newark’s new postoffice and Fed-
eral building, which will be the
scene of cornerstone exercises to-
morrow, will cost approximately
$6,150,000 when completed and will
be the home for all federal bureaus
in this vicinity.

The cornerstone will be laid at 11
A. M. by Postmaster General Farley,
who will make an address. Prior to
this, Maycr Ellenstein and Governor
Moore also will speak. After this
ceremony a luncneon will be held at
the Robert Treat Hotel.

The site for tie building, which is

" bounded by Franklin, Walnut and
Mulberry streets and Vroom alley,
was purchased by the government
for a little more than $3,000,000.
Forty-two tracts of land were ac-
quired. The buiiding will cost ap-
proximately $3,000,0600.

Wrecking of the old buildings
started Septembear 29, 1931, after the
government nad engaged in a series
ot court hearings to gain title.
Ground was proiea for the new edi-
fice August 26, 1932, when Federal
Judge Guy L. Fake operated the
steam shovel at this ceremony.
Three days later the actual work
began.

The Italian classical design of the
edifice is simiiar to that of other
Treasury Department buildings now
being erected. Inhe facade will be
laid with a base of granite and the
balance will be ot Indiana limestone.
The buyilding 1s five and a half
stories high.

Large Floer Space.

The site occupies 166,000 square
feet, of which 93,000 are devoted to
the building. There will be 475,000
square feet of space on the various
flogrs. The cubiture of the edifice
totals 7,300,000 feet.

The main iub.: spaces and some
of the five court rooms wiil be fin-
ished with a variety of American
marble, The postmaster’s office, the
judges’. chambers and the other
courtrooms will be finished with
various American woods. Eight high-
speed elevators and six stairways
will be in the building. A special
ventilating system will be installed.

The basement will house the De--
partment of Labor (Bureau of Nat-
uralization), Navy Department,:
Naval Reserve personnél, Bureau of
Marine Corps, Navigation, customs
appraisers, stores. stamp and envelop
stores, rifle range and storage
rooms. .

The first floor will be utilized by
the postal department for postoffice
working  space, stamps, money
orders, registery and other.
functions.

Postmaster on Second Floor.

On the second floor will be the
postmaster, the assistant postmaster,
cafeteria, medicai unit, postal  in--
spectors, offices, work space, lockers,
lavatories and the swing room,
where the letter carriers assemble
between deliveries. :

The third floor will be for the De-
partment of Justice. This floor will
be devoted teo the -courts, five
judges’ chambers, probation officers’
quarters and the United States mar-
shal,

The fourth flcor will be used ‘by
the court clerk, the United States
attorney and his assistants, the ref-
eree in bankcuptcy the Grand Jury,
Secret Service, Civil Service com-
missioner, Veterans’ Bureau and De-
partment of Agriculture. }

The Internal Kevenue, Bureau-of
Industrial Alcohol, customs and ‘he
organized army reserves will be on
the top floor.

The building was designed by, Wil-
liam E. Leaman of Newark and
George Oakley Totten of Washing-
ton. Major Willis B. Hayes is the
engineer directing erection of the
structure and Maceo Falco and Roy
S Eyre are assistant engineers.
N. P. Severin Co. of Chicago is the
general contractoer.
